Generally, if an
organization files its application within 15
months after the end of the month in which it
was formed, and if the IRS approves the
application, the effective date of the
organization’s section 501(c)(9) or (17) status
will be the date it was organized.

Generally, if an organization does not file its
application (Form 1024) within 15 months
after the end of the month in which it was
formed, it will not qualify for exempt status as
a section 501(c)(9) or (17) organization during
the period before the date of its application.
For exceptions and special rules, including
automatic extensions in some cases, see Part
IV of Form 1024.

Private delivery services.—See the
instructions for your income tax return for

The date of receipt is the date of the U.S.
postmark on the cover in which an exemption
application is mailed or, if no postmark
appears on the cover, the date the
application is stamped as received by the
IRS.

information on certain private delivery
services designated by the IRS to meet the
“timely mailing as timely filing/paying rule.”



2. Any other information that would
adversely affect the national defense.
IMPORTANT: Applicants must identify this
information by clearly marking it, “NOT
SUBJECT TO PUBLIC INSPECTION,” and
must attach a statement to explain why the
organization asks that the information be
withheld. If the IRS agrees, the information
will be withheld.
Organization’s responsibilities for public
inspection.—The organization must make
available a copy of its approved application
and supporting documents, along with any
document or letter issued by the IRS, for
public inspection.

These documents must be available during
regular business hours at the organization’s
principal office and at each of its regional or
district offices having at least three paid
employees. See Notice 88-120, 1988-2 C.B.
454.

Furnishing copies of documents under
TBOR2.—The Taxpayer Bill of Rights 2
(TBOR2), enacted July 30, 1996, modified
prospectively the section 6685 penalty and
the rules for the public inspection of returns
and exemption applications. An organization
must furnish a copy of its Form 990, Form
990-EZ, or exemption application, and certain
related documents, if a request is made in
writing or in person.

An organization that wants recognition of
exemption under section 501(c)(3) must
complete Form 1023, Application for
Recognition of Exemption Under Section
501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

For example:

Annual Information Return

Applicants under sections 501(c)(5), (9), and
(17) should see the Form 990 (or Form
990-EZ) instructions for special provisions
regarding substitutions for certain parts of
that form.

Special Rule for Certain
Canadian Organizations
A religious, scientific, literary, educational, or
charitable organization formed in Canada that
has received a Form T2051, Notification of
Registration, from Revenue Canada
(Department of National Revenue, Taxation)
and whose registration has not been revoked
may apply for recognition of exemption as a
social welfare organization under section
501(c)(4) without completing all parts of Form
1024 that would otherwise be required. Such
an organization must complete only Part I and
the signature portion of Form 1024.
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For a request made in person, the
organization must make an immediate
response.

For a response to a written request, the
organization must provide the requested
copies within 30 days.

The organization must furnish copies of its
Forms 990, or Forms 990-EZ, for any of its 3
most recent taxable years. No charge is to be
made other than charging a reasonable fee
for reproduction and actual postage costs.

An organization need not provide copies if:
1. The organization has made the

requested documents widely available in a
manner provided in Treasury regulations, or

2. The Secretary of the Treasury
determined, upon application by the
organization, that the organization was
subject to a harassment campaign such that
a waiver of the obligation to provide copies
would be in the public interest.
Penalty for failure to allow public
inspection or provide copies.—The section
6685 penalty for willful failure to allow public
inspections or provide copies is increased
from the present-law level of $1,000 to
$5,000 by TBOR2.
Effective date of TBOR2.—These public
inspection provisions governing tax-exempt
organizations under TBOR2 generally apply to
requests made no earlier than 60 days after
the date on which the Treasury Department
publishes the regulations required under the
provisions. However, Congress, in the
legislative history of TBOR2, indicated that
organizations would comply voluntarily with
the public inspection provisions prior to the
issuance of such regulations.

To indicate that this special rule applies,
the organization should write “Registered
Canadian Organization” across the top of
page 1 of Form 1024.

The organization must also attach a copy
of its current Form T2051 and a copy of
Application for Registration, Form T2050,
together with all required attachments that it
submitted to Revenue Canada.

In the case of organizing documents and
bylaws, see the line 8 instructions under
Part I.

If any of the attachments to Form T2050
were prepared in French, an English
translation must be furnished with Form 1024.

Exemption under section 501(c)(3) is
needed to establish eligibility to receive
contributions that are deductible by U.S.
residents to the extent provided by the U.S.–
Canada tax treaty.

If an annual information return is due while
the organization’s application for recognition
of exempt status is pending with the IRS
(including any appeal of a proposed adverse
determination), the organization should file:

Form 990, Return of Organization Exempt
From Income Tax, or Form 990-EZ, Short
Form Return of Organization Exempt From
Income Tax, at the following address: Internal
Revenue Service, Ogden Service Center,
Ogden, UT 84201-0027

Indicate that an application is pending.

Line 5. Date incorporated or formed.—Enter
the date the organization became a legal
entity. For corporations this is the date that
the articles of incorporation were approved by
the appropriate state official. For
unincorporated organizations, it is the date its
constitution or articles of association were
adopted.

Specific Instructions
The following instructions are keyed to the
line items on the application form:

Part I. Identification of
Applicant
Line 1. Full name and address of
organization.—Enter the organization’s name
exactly as it appears in its creating
documents, including amendments. If the
organization will be operating under another
name, show the other name in parentheses.

Line 2. Employer identification number
(EIN).—All organizations must have an EIN.
Enter the nine-digit EIN the IRS assigned to
the organization. See Form SS-4, Application
for Employer Identification Number, for
information on how to obtain an EIN
immediately by telephone, if the organization
does not have an EIN. Enter, “applied for,” if
the organization has applied for an EIN
number previously. Attach a statement giving
the date of the application and the office
where it was filed. Do not apply for an EIN
more than once.
Line 3. Person to contact.—Enter the name
and telephone number of the person to be
contacted during business hours if more
information is needed. The contact person
should be an officer, director, or a person
with power of attorney who is familiar with
the organization’s activities and who is
authorized to act on its behalf. Attach Form
2848 or other power of attorney.
Line 4. Month the annual accounting period
ends.—Enter the month the organization’s
annual accounting period ends. The
organization’s accounting period is usually the
12-month period that is the organization’s tax
year. The organization’s first tax year depends
on the accounting period it chooses. The first
tax year could be less than 12 months.

If an organization has unrelated business
income of more than $1,000, file Form 990-T,
Exempt Organization Business Income Tax
Return.

For a foreign address, enter the information
in the following order: city, province or state,
and country. Follow the country’s practice in
placing the postal code in the address. Do
not abbreviate the country name.Public Inspection of Form 1024

IRS responsibilities for public inspection.—
If the organization’s application for section
501(c) status is approved, the following items
will be open to public inspection in any
District office and at the National Office of the
IRS (section 6104):

1. The organization’s application and any
supporting documents.

2. Any letter or other document issued by
the IRS with regard to the application.

Note that the following items are not
available for public inspection:

1. Any information relating to a trade
secret, patent, style of work, or apparatus
that, if released, would adversely affect the
organization, or

Caution: Note the discussion below for the
potential effect of the Taxpayer Bill of Rights
2 (TBOR2) on these instructions.

Line 6.—Indicate if the organization has ever
filed Form 1023, Form 1024, or other
exemption application with the IRS.
Line 7.—Indicate if the organization has ever
filed Federal income tax returns as a taxable
organization or filed returns as an exempt
organization (e.g., Forms 990, 990-EZ,
990-PF, and 990-T).

A penalty of $20 a day will be imposed on
any person under a duty to comply with the
public inspection requirements for each day a
failure to comply continues.



Line 2.— If it is anticipated that the
organization’s principal sources of support
will increase or decrease substantially in
relation to the organization’s total support,
attach a statement describing anticipated
changes and explaining the basis for the
expectation.

Line 4.—If your organization’s activities were
formerly performed under another name or if
your organization was a part of another
organization (tax-exempt or nonexempt),
furnish the requested information. Otherwise,
indicate “N/A.”

Line 3a.—Furnish the mailing addresses of
the organization’s principal officers, directors,
or trustees. Do not give the address of the
organization.

Line 3b.—The annual compensation includes
salary, bonus, and any other form of payment
to the individual for services performed for
the organization.

Line 5.—Indicate your organization’s current
or planned connection with any tax-exempt
or nonexempt organization.
Line 6.—If your organization has issued stock
as a means of indicating ownership by its
members or others, furnish the requested
information. Otherwise, indicate “N/A.”

Line 8.—If your organization should cease
operations as a tax-exempt organization,
explain to whom its assets will be distributed.
Line 9.—Indicate if the organization
distributes, or plans to distribute, any of its
property or funds (such as a distribution of
profits) to its shareholders or members.
Line 10.—Indicate if the organization
performs any services for any other
organization or individual for which it is paid a
fee.

Part III. Financial Data
The Statement of Revenue and Expenses
must be completed for the current year and
each of the 3 years immediately before it (or
the years the organization has existed, if less
than 4).

Line 16.—This includes any printed material
that may be used to publicize the
organization’s activities, or as an informational
item to members or potential members.

Line 15.—Provide the specified information
about political expenditures whether they
were made to support or to oppose particular
candidates.

Line 11.—Do not include the normal salary of
officers or employees.
Line 12.—Answer “Yes,” if the organization
either provides insurance through a third
party or provides the insurance itself.
Line 13.—Examples of public regulatory
bodies are: HUD, HHS, Public Utilities
Commission, Housing Commission, and a
state insurance commission.

Line 7.—If your organization is a membership
organization, furnish the requested
information. Otherwise, indicate “N/A.”

Line 14.—Provide the specified information
about leased property whether it is used for
exempt functions or for other purposes.
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Part II. Activities and
Operational Information
Line 1.—It is important that you report all
activities carried on by the organization to
enable the IRS to make a proper
determination of the organization’s exempt
status.

Line 8. Type of organization and
organizational documents.—

Corporation.—In the case of a corporation, a
copy of the articles of incorporation,
approved and dated by an appropriate state
official, is sufficient by itself.

Unincorporated association.—In the case of
an unincorporated association, the conformed
copy of the constitution, articles of
association, or other organizing document
must indicate in the document itself, or in a
written declaration, that the organization was
formed by the adoption of the document by
two or more persons.

Trust.—In the case of a trust, a copy of the
signed and dated trust instrument must be
furnished.

Bylaws.—If the organization has adopted
bylaws, include a current copy. The bylaws
need not be signed if submitted as an
attachment to the Form 1024 application. The
bylaws of an organization alone are not an
organizing instrument. They are merely the
internal rules and regulations of the
organization.

If an unsigned copy of the articles of
incorporation is submitted, it must be
accompanied by the written declaration
discussed above.

Signed or unsigned copies of the articles of
incorporation must be accompanied by a
declaration stating that the original copy of
the articles was filed with and approved by
the state. The date filed must be specified.

Organizing instrument.—Submit a
conformed copy of the organizing instrument.
If the organization does not have an
organizing instrument, it will not qualify for
exempt status.
● A conformed copy is one that agrees with
the original and all amendments to it. The
conformed copy may be:
● A photocopy of the original signed and
dated organizing document, OR
● A copy of the organizing document that is
unsigned but is sent with a written
declaration, signed by an authorized
individual, that states that the copy is a
complete and accurate copy of the original
signed and dated document.

It is also important that you provide
detailed information about the nature and
purpose of each of the activities. The
organization will be contacted for such
information if it is not furnished.

Any applicant that has existed for less
than 1 year must give financial data for the
current year and proposed budgets for the
following 2 years.

Any applicant that has been in existence
more than 1 year but seeks recognition of
exemption only for the current year and future
years (rather than from the date of its
formation), should give financial data for the
current year and proposed budgets for the
following 2 years. 

We may request financial data for more
than 4 years if necessary.

All financial information for the current year
must cover the period beginning on the first
day of the organization’s established annual
accounting period and ending on any day
that is within 60 days of the date of this
application.

If the date of this application is less than 60
days after the first day of the current
accounting period, no financial information is
required for the current year.

Financial information is required for the 3
preceding years regardless of the current year
requirements.

Note that if no financial information is
required for the current year, the preceding
year’s financial information can end on any
day that is within 60 days of the date of this
application.

Prepare the statements using the method
of accounting and the accounting period the
organization uses in keeping its books and
records.

A. Statement of Revenue and
Expenses
Line 1.—Include amounts received from the
members that represent the annual dues and
any special assessments or initiation fees.
Line 2.—Do not include amounts received
from the general public or a governmental
unit for the exercise or performance of the
organization’s exempt function.
Line 3.—Examples of such income include:
the income derived by a social club from the
sale of food or beverage to its members; the
sale of burial lots by a cemetery association;
and fees charged by a social welfare
organization or trade association for an
educational seminar it conducted.
Line 4.—Enter the organization’s gross
income from activities that are regularly
carried on and not related to the
organization’s exempt purposes.

Line 5.—Attach a schedule showing the
description of each asset, the name of the
person to whom sold, and the amount
received. In the case of publicly traded
securities sold through a broker, the name of
the purchaser is not required.
Line 6.—Include on this line the income
received from dividends, interest, payments
received on securities loans (as defined in
section 512(a)(5)), rents, and royalties.
Line 7.—Enter the total income from all
sources that is not reported on lines 1
through 6. Include, for example, income from
special events such as raffles and dances
that is not taxable as unrelated business
income. Attach a schedule that lists each
type of revenue source and the amount
derived from each.
Line 9.—Enter the expenses directly related
to the income sources reported on line 3 of
this part.

Examples of such income include: fees
from the commercial testing of products;
income from renting office equipment or other
personal property; and income from the sale
of advertising in an exempt organization
periodical. See Pub. 598 for information about
unrelated business income and activities.

If the organization uses a method other
than the cash receipts and disbursements
method, attach a statement explaining the
method used.

Line 10.—Enter the expenses directly related
to the income sources reported on line 4 of
this part.
Line 11.—Attach a schedule showing the
name of the recipient, a brief description of
the purposes or conditions of payment, and
the amount paid.



Line 15.—Enter the amount of each liability
not reported on lines 12 through 14. Attach a
separate schedule.

Line 9.—Enter the book value of land not
held for investment.

Report each loan separately, even if more
than one loan was made to the same person.

Line 10.—Enter the book value of each
category of assets not reported on lines 1
through 9. Attach a schedule listing each.

Line 17.—Under fund accounting, an
organization segregates its assets, liabilities,
and net assets into separate funds according
to restrictions on the use of certain assets.
Each fund is like a separate entity in that it
has a self-balancing set of accounts showing
assets, liabilities, equity (fund balance),
income, and expenses.

Line 12.—Enter the total of accounts payable
to suppliers and others, such as salaries
payable, accrued payroll taxes, and interest
payable.

Line 7.—Enter the book value of securities
held of the U.S., state, or municipal
governments. Also enter the book value of
buildings and equipment held for investment
purposes. Attach a schedule identifying each.

Line 13.—Enter the unpaid portion of grants
and contributions that the organization has
made a commitment to pay to other
organizations or individuals.

Line 8.—Enter the book value of buildings
and equipment not held for investment. This
includes plant and equipment used by the
organization in conducting its exempt
activities. Attach a schedule listing these
assets held at the end of the current tax-year
period and the cost or other basis.

Line 14.—Enter the total of mortgages and
other notes payable at the end of the year.
Attach a schedule that shows each item
separately and the lender’s name, purpose of
loan, repayment terms, interest rate, and
original amount.

Line 6.—Attach a schedule that shows the
borrower’s name, purpose of loan, repayment
terms, interest rate, and original amount of
loan.

Part IV. Notice Requirements
Part IV only applies to section 501(c)(9) and
(17) organizations. Organizations applying for
tax-exempt status under other sections of the
Code should not fill in Part IV.
Line 1.—If you answer “Yes,” do not answer
questions 2 through 4. If you answer “No,”
proceed to line 2.
Line 2.—Relief from the 15-month filing
requirement is granted automatically if the
organization submits a completed Form 1024
within 12 months from the end of the
15-month period.

Line 3.—See Regulation sections 301.9100-1
and 301.9100-3 for information about a
discretionary extension beyond the 27-month
period. Under this regulation, the IRS will
allow an organization a reasonable extension
of time to file a Form 1024 if it submits
evidence to establish that:
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Line 5.—Attach a schedule listing the
organization’s corporate stock holdings.

Line 12.—Attach a schedule showing the
total amount paid for each benefit category,
such as disability, death, sickness,
hospitalization, unemployment compensation,
or strike benefits.
Lines 13–18.—Use lines 13 through 18 to
report expenses that are not directly related to
the expense categories listed on lines 9 and
10.

Line 13.—Attach a schedule that shows the
name of the person compensated; the office
or position; the average amount of time
devoted to business per week, month, etc.;
and the amount of annual compensation.
Line 14.—Enter the total of employees’
salaries not reported on line 13.
Line 15.—Enter the total interest expense for
the year, excluding mortgage interest treated
as occupancy expense on line 16.
Line 16.—Enter the amount paid for the use
of office space or other facilities; heat; light;
power; and other utilities; outside janitorial
services; mortgage interest; real estate taxes;
and similar expenses.
Line 17.—If your organization records
depreciation, depletion, and similar expenses,
enter the total.
Line 18.—Attach a statement listing the type
and amount of each significant expense for
which a separate line is not provided. Report
other miscellaneous expenses as a single
total if not substantial in amount.

B. Balance Sheet
Line 1.—Enter the total interest- and non-
interest-bearing cash in checking and savings
accounts, temporary cash investments
(money market funds, CDs, treasury bills, or
other obligations that mature in less than 1
year), change funds, and petty cash funds.
Line 2.—Enter the total accounts receivable
that arose from the sale of goods and/or
performance of services.
Line 3.—Enter the amount of materials,
goods, and supplies purchased or
manufactured by the organization and held to
be sold or used in some future period.
Line 4.—Attach a schedule that shows the
name of the borrower, a brief description of
the obligation, the rate of return on the
principal indebtedness, the due date, and the
amount due.

For example, salaries attributable to the
organization’s exempt purpose activities
should be included with any other expenses
reportable on line 9 rather than being
reported separately on line 14.

Salaries reportable on line 14 include, for
example, those attributable to special events;
to the solicitation of contributions; and to the
overall management and operation of the
organization.

(a) It acted reasonably and in good faith,
and

For stock of closely held corporations, the
schedule should show the name of the
corporation, a brief summary of the
corporation’s capital structure, the number of
shares held, and their value as carried on the
organization’s books. If such valuation does
not reflect current fair market value, also
include fair market value.

For stock traded on an organized exchange
or in substantial quantities over the counter,
the schedule should show the name of the
corporation, a description of the stock and

If the organization uses fund accounting,
report the total of all fund balances on line
17. If the organization does not use fund
accounting, report only the “net assets”
account balances, such as capital stock,
paid-in capital, and retained earnings or
accumulated income.

To get this extension, an organization must
add the following statement at the top of its
application: “Filed Pursuant to Section
301.9100-2.” No request for a letter ruling is
required to obtain an automatic extension.

(b) Granting relief will not prejudice the
interests of the government.
Showing reasonable action and good
faith.—An organization acted reasonably and
showed good faith if at least one of the
following is true.

1. The organization filed its application
before the IRS discovered its failure to file.

2. The organization failed to file because of
intervening events beyond its control.

3. The organization exercised reasonable
diligence but was not aware of the filing
requirement.

4. The organization reasonably relied upon
the written advice of the IRS.

5. The organization reasonably relied upon
the advice of a qualified tax professional who
failed to file or advise the organization to file
Form 1024. An organization cannot rely on the
advice of a qualified tax professional if it
knows or should know that he or she is not
competent to render advice on filing
exemption applications or is not aware of all
the relevant facts.
Not acting reasonably and in good faith.—
An organization has not acted reasonably and
in good faith if it chose not to file after being
informed of the requirement to file and the
consequences of failure to do so.
Furthermore, an organization has not acted
reasonably and in good faith if it used
hindsight to request an extension of time to
file. That is, if after the original deadline to file
passes, specific facts have changed so that
filing an application becomes advantageous
to an organization, the IRS will not ordinarily
grant an extension. To qualify for an
extension in this situation, the organization
must prove that its decision to file did not
involve hindsight.
No prejudice to the interest of the
government.—Prejudice to the interest of the
government results if granting an extension of
time to file to an organization results in a
lower total tax liability for the years to which
the filing applies than would have been the
case if the organization had applied on time.
Before granting an extension, the IRS may
require the organization requesting it to
submit a statement from an independent
auditor certifying that no prejudice will result
if the extension is granted.
Procedure for requesting extension.—To
request a discretionary extension, an
organization must submit the following with
its Form 1024.

To determine whether the organization
exercised reasonable diligence, it is
necessary to take into account the complexity
of filing and the organization’s experience in
these matters.

the principal exchange on which it is traded,
the number of shares held, and their value as
carried on the organization’s books.

● A statement showing the date Form 1024
should have been filed and the date it was
actually filed.
● An affidavit describing in detail the events
that led to the failure to apply and to the
discovery of that failure. If the organization



The reasons for late filing should be
specific to your particular organization and
situation. Regulation section 301.9100-3 (see
above) lists the factors the IRS will consider
to determine if good cause exists for granting
a discretionary extension of time to file the
application. To address these factors your
response on line 3 should provide the
following information:

1. Whether the organization consulted an
attorney or accountant knowledgeable in tax
matters, or communicated with a responsible
IRS employee (before or after the organization
was created), to ascertain the organization’s
Federal filing requirements and, if so, the
names and occupations or titles of the
persons contacted, the approximate dates,
and the substance of the information
obtained;

2. How and when the organization learned
about the 15-month deadline for filing Form
1024;

3. Whether any significant intervening
circumstances beyond the organization’s
control prevented it from submitting the
application timely or within a reasonable
period of time after it learned of the
requirement to file the application within the
15-month period; and

4. Any other information that you believe
may establish reasonable action and good
faith and no prejudice to the interest of the
government for not filing timely or otherwise
justify granting the relief sought.

Line 4.—If you answer “No,” the organization
may receive an adverse letter limiting the
effective date of its exempt status to the date
its application was received.

relied on a qualified tax professional’s advice,
the affidavit must describe the engagement
and responsibilities of the professional and
the extent to which the organization relied on
him or her.
● All documents relevant to the election
application.
● A dated declaration, signed by an individual
authorized to act for the organization, that
includes the following statement: “Under
penalties of perjury, I declare that I have
examined this request, including
accompanying documents, and, to the best
of my knowledge and belief, the request
contains all the relevant facts relating to the
request, and such facts are true, correct, and
complete.” The individual who signs for the
organization must have personal knowledge
of the facts and circumstances at issue.
● A detailed affidavit from individuals having
knowledge or information about the events
that led to the failure to make the application
and to the discovery of that failure. These
individuals include accountants or attorneys
knowledgeable in tax matters who advised
the organization concerning the application.
Any affidavit from a tax professional must
describe the engagement and responsibilities
of the professional as well as the advice that
the professional provided to the organization.
The affidavit must also include the name,
current address, and taxpayer identification
number of the individual making the affidavit
(the affiant). The affiant must also forward
with the affidavit a dated and signed
declaration that states: “Under penalties of
perjury, I declare that I have examined this
request, including accompanying documents,
and, to the best of my knowledge and belief,
the request contains all the relevant facts
relating to the request, and such facts are
true, correct, and complete.”

Paperwork Reduction Act Notice.—We ask for the information on this form to carry out the
Internal Revenue laws of the United States. If you want your organization to be recognized as
tax exempt by the IRS, you are required to give us this information. We need it to determine
whether the organization meets the legal requirements for tax-exempt status.

SECTION 1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE 
     
     .01  This revenue procedure modifies section 6.07 of Rev. Proc. 2011-8, 2011-1 I.R.B. 237, to 

provide for a reduced user fee for applications for reinstatement of tax-exempt status filed by 

certain small organizations following automatic revocation of their tax-exempt status under 

section 6033(j) of the Internal Revenue Code. 

     .02  This revenue procedure is effective as of the date stated in section 5 and shall be 

effective only for applications made by certain small organizations that are postmarked no later 

than December 31, 2012. 

     .03  The reduced user fee described in section 3 of this revenue procedure shall apply only to 

small organizations that normally have annual gross receipts of not more than $50,000 in their 

most recently completed taxable year and that are otherwise eligible for the transitional relief 

described in Notice 2011-43, this Bulletin.  

     .04  All organizations not eligible for the transitional relief described in Notice 2011-43 must 

refer to the user fee schedule in section 6.07 of Rev. Proc. 2011-8 or its successor. 

SECTION 2. BACKGROUND 

     The tax-exempt status of an organization that is described in section 6033(a)(1) or section 

6033(i) of the Code and fails to file a required annual return or notice for three consecutive years 

is automatically revoked as of the date set for the filing of the third annual return or notice.  I.R.C. 

§ 6033(j)(1).  An organization that has had its tax-exempt status automatically revoked and 

wishes to have its tax-exempt status reinstated is required to apply for reinstatement of tax-

exempt status, even if it was not originally required to make such an application.  I.R.C. § 

6033(j)(2).  Notice 2011-43 provides transitional relief for certain small organizations that have 



lost their tax-exempt status for failing to file required annual notices for taxable years beginning in 

2007, 2008, and 2009.  For more information about how to apply for transitional relief and 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status, see Notice 2011-43, this Bulletin. 

SECTION 3.  USER FEE 

     The amount of the user fee payable with respect to an application for reinstatement of tax-

exempt status postmarked no later than December 31, 2012 by an organization eligible for the 

transitional relief described in Notice 2011-43 is $100. 

SECTION 4.  EFFECT ON OTHER REVENUE PROCEDURES 

     Section 6.07 of Rev. Proc. 2011-8 is modified only with respect to applications for 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status filed by organizations that qualify for the transitional relief 

described in Notice 2011-43.   

SECTION 5.  EFFECTIVE DATE 

     This revenue procedure is effective June 9, 2011.

Transitional Relief under Internal Revenue Code § 6033(j) for Small 

Organizations 

 

Notice 2011-43 

     This notice provides transitional relief for certain small organizations that have 

lost their tax-exempt status because they failed to file a required annual 

electronic notice (Form 990-N e-Postcard) for taxable years beginning in 2007, 

2008 and 2009.  A small organization – that is, one that normally has annual 

gross receipts of not more than $50,000 in its most recently completed taxable 

year – that qualifies for the transitional relief under this notice and applies for 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status by December 31, 2012, will be treated by the 

Internal Revenue Service (“IRS”) as having established reasonable cause for its 

filing failures and its tax-exempt status will be reinstated retroactive to the date it 

was automatically revoked.   

     Organizations not described in this notice should consult Notice 2011-44, in 

this Bulletin, for guidance on how to apply for reinstatement of tax-exempt status 

and request retroactive reinstatement.     

BACKGROUND 

     The Pension Protection Act of 2006, Pub. L. No. 109-280, 120 Stat. 780, § 

1223 (2006), added sections 6033(i) and (j) to the Internal Revenue Code 

(“Code”), both of which became effective for taxable years beginning after 2006.  
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Section 6033(i) requires tax-exempt organizations excepted from filing annual 

information returns because they normally have annual gross receipts of not 

more than $25,000 (increased to normally not more than $50,000 for taxable 

years beginning on or after January 1, 2010) to annually file a Form 990-N e-

Postcard.  Section 6033(j) automatically revokes the tax-exempt status of any 

organization that fails to file a required annual return or Form 990-N e-Postcard 

for three consecutive years.   

     In order to obtain reinstatement of its tax-exempt status, an organization that 

has had its tax-exempt status automatically revoked under section 6033(j) must 

apply for reinstatement with the IRS, even if it was not originally required to 

submit such an application.  I.R.C. § 6033(j)(2).  If an organization applying for 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status can show reasonable cause for its 

consecutive filing failures, the organization’s tax-exempt status may, in the 

discretion of the Secretary, be reinstated retroactive to the date of the automatic 

revocation.  I.R.C. § 6033(j)(3).    

ELIGIBILITY FOR TRANSITIONAL RELIEF 

     The IRS recognizes that many small organizations that have lost their tax-

exempt status because they failed to file a Form 990-N e-Postcard for their 2007, 

2008, and 2009 taxable years were never required to file an annual return or 

notice prior to their 2007 taxable year.  The IRS also recognizes that many small 

organizations are operated by volunteers and may face unique challenges in 

meeting federal tax obligations.  Accordingly, the IRS will treat a small 

organization (one that normally has annual gross receipts of not more than 
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$50,000 in its most recently completed taxable year) as having established 

reasonable cause for failing to file a Form 990-N e-Postcard or an annual return 

for its taxable years beginning in 2007, 2008, and 2009 if it meets each of the 

following criteria: 

• The organization was not required to file annual information returns (such 

as Form 990, Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax or Form 

990-EZ, Short Form Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax) for 

taxable years beginning before 2007. 

• The organization was eligible in each of its taxable years beginning in 

2007, 2008, and 2009 to file a Form 990-N e-Postcard (rather than an 

annual information return).  Generally organizations (other than private 

foundations and most section 509(a)(3) supporting organizations) with 

annual gross receipts that were normally not more than $25,000 in such 

taxable years would have been eligible to file a Form 990-N e-Postcard.  

• On or before December 31, 2012, the organization submits to the IRS a 

properly completed and executed application for reinstatement of tax-

exempt status.  

     An organization’s annual gross receipts are “normally not more than” $25,000 

or $50,000 in a taxable year if its average annual gross receipts for that taxable 

year and the two taxable years immediately preceding it are not more than 

$25,000 or $50,000, respectively.  See Rev. Proc. 2011-15, 2011-3 I.R.B. 322, 

section 4.     
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     The IRS will reinstate the tax-exempt status of a small organization that meets 

the above criteria retroactive to the date it was revoked.      

APPLICATION FOR REINSTATEMENT OF TAX-EXEMPT STATUS 

     An organization seeking reinstatement of tax-exempt status under section 

6033(j)(2) must use the same forms that are filed by all other applicants for tax-

exemption.  Thus, an organization seeking reinstatement of tax-exempt status 

under section 501(c)(3) must submit Form 1023, Application for Recognition of 

Exemption Under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  Most other 

organizations seeking reinstatement of tax-exempt status must submit Form 

1024, Application for Recognition of Exemption Under Section 501(a).  Any 

organization that seeks reinstatement of tax-exempt status must submit the 

appropriate application regardless of whether the organization was originally 

required to apply with the IRS for recognition of tax-exemption.   

     A small organization seeking the transitional relief described in this notice 

must write “Notice 2011-43” on the top of the form it uses to apply for 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status and on the envelope.        

     A small organization seeking the transitional relief described in this notice 

must also attach to its application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status the 

following statement:      

[Name of Organization] was not required to file annual information 
returns for taxable years beginning before 2007; was eligible in 
each of its taxable years beginning in 2007, 2008 and 2009 to file a 
Form 990-N e-Postcard; and had annual gross receipts of normally 
not more than $25,000 in each of its taxable years beginning in 
2007, 2008 and 2009. 
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     Small organizations that are eligible for the transitional relief described in this 

notice are also eligible for a reduced user fee of $100 for the application of 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status.  See Rev. Proc. 2011-36, this Bulletin, 

modifying Rev. Proc. 2011-8, 2011-1 I.R.B. 237, section 6.07.  For information on 

where to mail the application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status, see the 

Instructions for Form 1023 or Form 1024 (whichever is applicable). 

SUBSEQUENT AUTOMATIC REVOCATIONS 

     An organization whose tax-exempt status has been automatically revoked and 

reinstated may have its tax-exempt status automatically revoked a second time 

under section 6033(j)(1) only if it fails to file returns or notices for another three 

consecutive taxable years, beginning with the taxable year the IRS approves its 

application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status.  For example, if an 

organization reporting on a calendar year basis has its tax-exempt status 

automatically revoked for failing to file required returns or notices for 2007, 2008, 

and 2009 and receives a determination letter recognizing the reinstatement of its 

tax-exempt status dated September 1, 2011, the organization’s tax-exempt 

status will not be automatically revoked a second time for failing to timely file a 

return or notice for 2008, 2009, and 2010.  However, the organization’s tax-

exempt status will be automatically revoked a second time if the organization fails 

to timely file a return or notice for 2011, 2012, and 2013.

Application for Reinstatement and Retroactive Reinstatement for Reasonable 

Cause under Internal Revenue Code § 6033(j) 

 

Notice 2011-44 

SECTION 1. PURPOSE 

     This notice provides guidance with respect to applying for reinstatement of 

tax-exempt status and requesting retroactive reinstatement under sections 

6033(j)(2) and (3) of the Internal Revenue Code (“Code”) for an organization that 

has had its tax-exempt status automatically revoked under section 6033(j)(1) of 

the Code.  The Treasury Department (“Treasury”) and the Internal Revenue 

Service (“IRS”) intend to issue regulations under section 6033(j) that will 

prescribe rules relating to the application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status 

under section 6033(j)(2) and the request for retroactive reinstatement under 

section 6033(j)(3).  To assist in the drafting of these regulations, Treasury and 

the IRS solicit comments on the issues addressed in this notice.   

     In this Bulletin, the IRS has also published Notice 2011-43, which provides 

transitional relief for certain small organizations (those that normally have annual 

gross receipts of not more than $50,000 in their most recently completed taxable 

year) that have lost their tax-exempt status because they failed to file an annual 

electronic notice for taxable years beginning in 2007, 2008, and 2009.  Notice 

2011-43 sets forth the criteria for qualifying for the transitional relief and 
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instructions on how qualifying organizations can apply for reinstatement of tax-

exempt status retroactive to the date such status was automatically revoked.   

SECTION 2. BACKGROUND 

     In general, section 6033(a)(1) requires an organization exempt from taxation 

under section 501(a) to file an annual information return, such as a Form 990, 

Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax, a Form 990-EZ, Short Form 

Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax, or a Form 990-PF, Return of 

Private Foundation or Section 4947(a)(1) Nonexempt Charitable Trust Treated as 

a Private Foundation.  Several categories of tax-exempt organizations, including 

most organizations (other than private foundations or section 509(a)(3) 

supporting organizations) whose annual gross receipts are normally not more 

than $50,000 ($25,000 for taxable years beginning before January 1, 2010), are 

not required to file an annual information return.  See I.R.C. § 6033(a)(3); Rev. 

Proc. 2011-15, 2011-3 I.R.B. 322.   

     The Pension Protection Act of 2006, Pub. L. No.109-280, 120 Stat. 780, § 

1223 (2006) (“PPA”), added sections 6033(i) and (j) to the Code, both of which 

became effective for taxable years beginning after 2006.  Section 6033(i) added 

an annual notification requirement for tax-exempt organizations that, pursuant to 

section 6033(a)(3)(A)(ii) or (a)(3)(B), are not required to file an annual information 

return under section 6033(a)(1) because their gross receipts fall below certain 

thresholds.  An organization satisfies the annual notification requirement under 

section 6033(i) by filing an annual electronic notice, also known as a Form 990-N 

e-Postcard.  The annual notification requirement is also deemed satisfied if an 
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organization files a complete Form 990 or Form 990-EZ.  See Treas. Reg. § 

1.6033-6(c)(4).   

     Section 6033(j)(1) automatically revokes the tax-exempt status of any 

organization described in section 6033(a)(1) that fails to file a required annual 

return for three consecutive years or any organization described in section 

6033(i) that fails to file an annual return or notice for three consecutive years.  

Revocation under section 6033(j)(1) is effective on and after the date set by the 

Secretary for the filing of the third annual return or notice.   

     Section 6033(j)(1) also requires the Secretary to publish and maintain a list of 

all organizations that have had their tax-exempt statuses revoked under section 

6033(j)(1) (“revocation list”).  The IRS is publishing such a revocation list on the 

IRS website (http://www.irs.gov), which it will update monthly.  The IRS is also 

mailing a letter to the last known address of each organization on the revocation 

list to notify the organization that its tax-exempt status has been revoked under 

section 6033(j)(1) (“IRS revocation letter”). 

     Section 7428(b)(4), as added by the PPA, provides that an organization may 

not bring a declaratory judgment action challenging automatic revocation under 

section 6033(j)(1).   

     Section 6033(j)(2) provides that any organization that has had its tax-exempt 

status automatically revoked under section 6033(j)(1) must apply with the IRS in 

order to obtain reinstatement of its tax-exempt status, regardless of whether the 

organization was originally required to apply for recognition of its tax exemption.  

If the application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status is approved, the effective 

http://www.irs.gov/�
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date of the organization’s reinstated tax-exempt status generally will be the date 

the organization filed its application for reinstatement.  However, section 

6033(j)(3) provides that if, upon application for reinstatement, an organization 

“can show to the satisfaction of the Secretary evidence of reasonable cause for 

the failure described in [section 6033(j)(1)], the organization’s exempt status 

may, in the discretion of the Secretary, be reinstated effective from the date of 

the revocation.”        

SECTION 3. EFFECTIVE DATE OF AUTOMATIC REVOCATION  

     For taxable years beginning after December 31, 2006, the tax-exempt status 

of any organization that fails to file an annual information return required under 

section 6033(a)(1) or an electronic notice required under section 6033(i) for three 

consecutive years is automatically revoked pursuant to section 6033(j)(1) on and 

after the date set by regulation for the filing of the third annual return or notice, 

without regard to any extension of time for filing.  Sections 1.6033-2(e) and 

1.6033-6(f) of the Treasury Regulations generally require annual returns and 

notices, respectively, to be filed on or before the 15th day of the fifth month 

following the close of the period for which the return or notice is required to be 

filed.  When the filing deadline falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday the 

deadline may be timely satisfied if the filing is made on the next business day 

that is not a Saturday, Sunday, or a legal holiday.   See I.R.C. § 7503.   Thus, for 

example, in the case of an organization reporting on a calendar-year basis that 

did not file a required annual return or notice for 2007, 2008, or 2009, the 
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revocation under section 6033(j)(1) would be effective as of May 17, 2010, given 

that May 15, 2010 fell on a Saturday.   

SECTION 4. APPLICATION FOR REINSTATEMENT OF TAX-EXEMPT 

STATUS 

     An organization seeking reinstatement of its tax-exempt status under section 

6033(j)(2) must apply using the same forms that are filed by all other applicants 

for tax exemption.  Thus, an organization seeking reinstatement of its tax-exempt 

status under section 501(c)(3) must submit Form 1023, Application for 

Recognition of Exemption Under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  

Most other organizations seeking reinstatement of tax-exempt status must submit 

Form 1024, Application for Recognition of Exemption Under Section 501(a).  Any 

organization that seeks reinstatement of its tax-exempt status must submit the 

appropriate application regardless of whether the organization was originally 

required to apply with the IRS for recognition of tax exemption.  For example, if 

the tax-exempt status of a subordinate organization included in a group 

exemption letter is automatically revoked under section 6033(j)(1), the 

subordinate organization must submit an application for reinstatement of its tax-

exempt status on its own behalf.  In addition, all organizations seeking 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status must pay the appropriate user fee.  See Rev. 

Proc. 2011-8, 2011-1 I.R.B. 237, section 6.07 or its successor.  (Small tax-

exempt organizations described in Notice 2011-43 are eligible for a reduced user 

fee described in Rev. Proc. 2011-36, this Bulletin.)   
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     To facilitate processing of applications for reinstatement of tax-exempt status, 

organizations should write “automatically revoked” on the top of the application 

form and on the envelope.  For information on where to mail the application for 

reinstatement of tax-exempt status, see the Instructions for Form 1023 or Form 

1024 (whichever is applicable).  

SECTION 5. RETROACTIVE REINSTATEMENT   

     .01  Request for Retroactive Reinstatement  

     An organization (other than a small organization that qualifies for the 

transitional relief described in Notice 2011-43) seeking to have its tax-exempt 

status reinstated effective from the date of automatic revocation pursuant to 

section 6033(j)(3) must submit a request for retroactive reinstatement with its 

application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status.  The request for retroactive 

reinstatement must include the following: 

        (1)  A written statement setting forth all of the facts that support its claim for 

reasonable cause for failing to file a required return or notice in each of the three 

consecutive years and over the entire consecutive three-year period, including a 

detailed description of all the facts and circumstances that led to each failure and 

the continuous failure, the discovery of the failures, and the steps taken to avoid 

or mitigate the failures;   

        (2)  A written statement describing the safeguards the organization has put 

into place to ensure that the organization will not fail to file returns or notices in 

the future; 
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        (3)  Evidence to substantiate all material aspects of the written statements 

described in paragraphs (1) and (2) of this section;  

        (4)  Properly completed and executed paper annual information returns 

(Forms 990, Forms 990-EZ, or Forms 990-PF, whichever is applicable) for all 

taxable years during and after the consecutive three-year period that the 

organization was required, but failed, to file an annual information return;  

        (5)  Properly completed and executed Forms 990-EZ for all taxable years 

during and after the consecutive three-year period that the organization was 

eligible to file a Form 990-N e-Postcard but failed to file either a Form 990-N e-

Postcard or an annual information return; and  

        (6)  An original declaration, dated and signed under penalties of perjury by 

an officer, director, trustee, or other official who is authorized to sign for the 

organization in the following form: 

I, ____________ (Name), ______________ (Title) declare, 
under penalties of perjury, that I am authorized to sign this request 
for retroactive reinstatement on behalf of [Name of Organization], 
and I further declare that I have examined this request for 
retroactive reinstatement, including the written explanation of all the 
facts and information pertaining to the claim for reasonable cause 
and the evidence to substantiate the claim for reasonable cause, 
and to the best of my knowledge and belief, this request is true, 
correct, and complete. 

     .02  Reasonable Cause Standard   

     Because the failure described in section 6033(j)(1) involves a repeated and 

continuous failure to file annual returns or notices for a consecutive three-year 

period, an organization seeking retroactive reinstatement under section 

6033(j)(3) must demonstrate that it had reasonable cause for failing to file a 

return or notice not only for each of the three years but also over the entire three-
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year period.  Thus, for example, showing reasonable cause for failing to file a 

required return or notice for the first of the three years by the date it was due 

would be insufficient; an organization also would have to show reasonable cause 

for not filing that return or notice at any later time during the three-year period 

and for not filing required returns or notices for the second and third years of the 

three-year period.    

     In order to establish reasonable cause under section 6033(j)(3), an 

organization requesting retroactive reinstatement must provide evidence that it 

exercised ordinary business care and prudence in determining and attempting to 

comply with its reporting requirements under section 6033 for each of the three 

years and over the entire three-year period, but was nevertheless unable to file 

the required returns or notices for three consecutive years.  In determining 

whether the organization establishes reasonable cause, the IRS will take into 

account all pertinent facts and circumstances, including, but not limited to, the 

following factors that weigh in favor of finding reasonable cause (with no single 

factor being either necessary or determinative):   

        (1)  The organization’s failure was due to its reasonable, good faith reliance 

on erroneous written information from the IRS, stating that the organization was 

not required to file a return or notice under section 6033, provided the IRS was 

made aware of all relevant facts.   

        (2)  The failure to file the returns or notices arose from events beyond the 

organization’s control (“impediment”) that made it impossible for the organization 
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to file returns or notices for each of the three years at issue and over the entire 

three-year period.  

        (3)  The organization acted in a responsible manner by undertaking 

significant steps to avoid or mitigate the failure to file the required returns or 

notices and to prevent similar failures in the future, including, but not limited to-- 

          (a)  Attempting to prevent an impediment or a failure, if it was foreseeable;  

          (b)  Acting as promptly as possible to remove an impediment or the cause 

of the reporting failure, once the failure was discovered; and 

          (c)  After the failure was discovered, implementing sufficient safeguards to 

ensure future compliance with the reporting requirements under section 6033.  

      (4)  Aside from the three consecutive years in which the organization failed to 

file returns or notices, the organization has an established history of complying 

with its reporting requirements (if any) under section 6033 and/or any other 

applicable reporting or other requirements under the Code. 

     In determining whether reasonable cause exists, the IRS will only consider a 

factor on the above list or any other factor (such as the fact that substantially all 

of an organization’s activities are performed by volunteers) if the organization 

shows to the satisfaction of the IRS evidence to substantiate the factor.   

      .03  Timing of Request for Retroactive Reinstatement    

     Except for small organizations that qualify for the transitional relief described 

in Notice 2011-43, the IRS will, in exercising the discretion granted under section 

6033(j)(3), consider an organization’s request for retroactive reinstatement only if 

it submits such a request, together with a properly completed and executed 
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application for reinstatement of its tax-exempt status, within 15 months of the 

later of the date of the IRS revocation letter or the date on which the IRS posts 

the name of the organization on the revocation list available on the IRS website 

(or otherwise provides notice of the revocation to the public).   

SECTION 6. SUBSEQUENT AUTOMATIC REVOCATIONS 

     An organization whose tax-exempt status has been automatically revoked and 

reinstated may have its tax-exempt status automatically revoked a second time 

under section 6033(j)(1) only if it fails to file returns or notices for another three 

consecutive taxable years, beginning with the taxable year the IRS approves its 

application for reinstatement of tax-exempt status.  For example, if an 

organization reporting on a calendar year basis has its tax-exempt status 

automatically revoked for failing to file required returns or notices for 2007, 2008, 

and 2009 and receives a determination letter recognizing the reinstatement of its 

tax-exempt status dated September 1, 2011, the organization’s tax-exempt 

status will not be automatically revoked a second time for failing to timely file a 

return or notice for 2008, 2009, and 2010.  However, the organization’s tax-

exempt status will be automatically revoked a second time if the organization fails 

to timely file a return or notice for 2011, 2012, and 2013.        

SECTION 7. PAPERWORK REDUCTION ACT  

     The collection of information contained in this notice has been submitted to 

the Office of Management and Budget in accordance with the Paperwork

over the entire three-year period) that it failed to meet such requirements.  This 

information is necessary for inspection by the IRS in determining whether 

reasonable cause exists.  The collection of information is required to meet the 

reasonable cause standard under section 6033(j)(3).  The likely respondents 

providing the information required in section 5 of this notice are tax-exempt 

organizations that have had their tax-exempt statuses automatically revoked 

under section 6033(j)(1), have applied for reinstatement of such status under 

section 6033(j)(2), and are seeking that such reinstatement be made retroactive 

to the date of revocation under section 6033(j)(3). 

Estimated total annual reporting burden:  2,917 hours. 

Estimated average annual burden per respondent:  1 hour. 

Estimated number of respondents over the next three years: 8,750.
